(100 points - summative)

Objective
Students will be responsible for researching one American poet of their choosing and sharing the background information, key pieces of literature they have created, and any multimedia information (photos, videos, flash presentations) about this author in a website format.

Procedures

1) Research your American poet’s background, major works and any other helpful information---use the list on the back of this page to help you brainstorm who to study!
    
2) Create a free Weebly website (http://education.weebly.com/) designed to educate the audience about the author using information gathered through research.

3) Create a minimum of EIGHT webpages using the criteria below:
· Home page  
(  include a picture and short introduction about your author
· Background  
(  list details of the author’s family, education and early life experiences
· Major Works  (  list at least three influential or award-winning writings
· Inspirations 
(  describe author’s influences, motivations, and characteristics of writing--- 
       why did they write what they wrote?
· Photographs  
(  include at least five still images of the author’s life
· Multimedia  
(  display at least one video or flash media about the author or their works

· Sources  
(  list all sources (websites or published) used to complete this project
· Reflection  
(  upload a ½-1 page analysis for what intrigued you most about this author

4) Deliver a 5-minute class presentation of your website, reading from a script about each webpage!
