Now that we have concluded the play, students will analyze how their characters have been impacted by the decisions and actions of other characters within the play. Letters will be created and shared between several of these characters to better express their feelings and motivations.
Procedures 
1) From the perspective of your assigned character, write a personal letter to another character in your group.  Each character should receive only one letter. 

2) Your letter should express your perspective of “the truth” of the play as you see it and your feelings toward others.  This should be approximately one page in length and be written in first person.  After you have edited your letter for spelling, grammar, and coherence, deliver your letter.
3) Staying “in character,” answer the letter you received responding to author.

- What errors in judgment have you made?  
- What errors in judgment has the other person made?  
- What resolution can you wish for or bring about given what you now know?
4) Finally, turn in both letters—the one you received and your response to it.
