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The Tragedy of Romeo & Juliet
Soundtrack Project
(50 summative points)

As a group, you must create a musical soundtrack for The Tragedy of Romeo & Juliet that you feel captures the mood and themes of the play, the spirit of the characters, or the descriptions of the plot and setting of Verona, Italy around 1400 C.E.
Procedures

Step 1 -  List 10 songs by title that connect to the play.
Step 2 - List the performers for each song.

Step 3 - Provide a brief reason for how each song connects to the play.

Step 4 - Provide samples of each song’s lyrics that best support your reasons.

Step 5 - Create an artistic rendering (poster, CD cover, etc.) to capture this story.
Example

Song #1 – Crazy Little Thing Called Love (Queen) – This song captures the focus of 
love between Romeo & Juliet in the play, the unpredictability of their actions to show 
and grow this relationship over four-days time, and ultimately their inexperience with 
dealing with its consequences.
