Artwork
· Famous paintings/sculptures of this era may be used as inspiration, but all artwork must be the student’s original work. 
· The following mediums may be used: 
		PAINT  oil, acrylics, watercolor, pastels, mixed media, etc. 
		SKETCH  color pencil, ink, markers, crayons
		SCULPTURE  clay, Play-doh, plaster
		DIGITAL  MS Paint, PhotoShop, etc.
· Artwork entries must be at least 11 x 8 inches (paper) and no larger than 22 x 28 (poster board)

Essay
